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The sample consists of 63 primary sampling units and 252 final sampling units including all 
departments in Uruguay. A total of 1,411 respondents were surveyed in urban areas and 104 in rural 
areas. The estimated margin of error for the survey is ± 2.5. The margin of sampling errors is not 
adjusted for weights. Table 1 shows the sample size in each of the nine regions (strata) and by 
municipality size.
